January 3- Albert Einstein defined insanity as doing the same thing over and over again and expecting different results.  Every day we, as a nation, allow and promote the killing of 3,600 babies, 1.3 million every year, 52 million since 1973.  Now they are coming for the elderly and infirm.  The culture of death truly is insanity.

January 10- Since the legalization of abortion in 1973, we have entered a second Dark Age where human life counts for little. Now what if that became so common that this event would happen every day for the rest of your life?  Does that sound preposterous? Through pregnancy centers and various social services, help is available.  Over one million couples are waiting to adopt a child.  Choose adoption, not abortion!

October 3- The television media will show the atrocities of war, violent shows, and slasher movies but we never see an abortion procedure exposed.  They say that’s too violent to be seen.  If indeed we have a free press, why not present the facts and allow people to decide?  Abortion is the killing of a baby.  You won’t hear that from the mainstream media.  It’s up to us to get the truth out.

 October 10- The number one cause of death in America also happens to be one of the most common surgical procedures.  It is abortion.  This procedure is performed in clinics that have fewer regulations than veterinary clinics.  Why are we more concerned with animal rights than human rights?

October 17- Why is our culture of death afraid to talk about death?
